South Area Annexation

August 5, 2010

PL-10-098

The proposal for the property located on the southeast corner of the intersection of Mill Creek Drive
and Highway 191 is a mixed use development with retail and mixed residential uses that will include a
mixed income element. The conceptual description includes retail along the Highway 191 corridor and a
mix of housing types with low-impact commercial uses such as coffee shops and bike maintenance
shops. This development will be privately funded and the commercial and market level homes will offset
the prices of the deed restricted affordable units. The pre-annexation agreement will contain the
element of affordability as well as refer to the master plan village concept.

To the west, the very large properties include a site for retail development, SITLA properties that can be
developed and serve as open space, and the property slated for development with a USU campus.

The tie from one cluster of properties to another is Mill Creek Drive that will be annexed but still remain
a county road within city limits.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that we proceed with the development of a formal annexation map based on the
interest of the property owners and the benefits of the inclusion of these properties into the city. Based
on what is currently known about the proposals the annexation will include properties that will provide:
Affordable housing,

Retail,

Educational facilities,

Open space, and

Land for other development.
